４．MUD FLAP (FRONT) INSTALLATION

• Improperly jacking a vehicle is dangerous. 
The vehicle can slip off the jack and cause serious injury.
Set the jack to the correct position after the rear wheels are
fixed with a wheel chock, then jack the vehicle. 

 WARNING

• The figure shows the left side, however, perform the same procedure for the right side. 
 NOTE 

• Always use a torque wrench when tightening bolts and tighten to the specified torque. If tightened outside
the specified torque, it could result in poor fit, part damage, or other damage. 

• The mud flap (Front) is made of hard plastic. Handle it with care, as it may be deformed or discolored if it
contacts solvents such as paint thinner or comes close to flame. 

 CAUTION 

• Refer to the Workshop Manual for removal and installation of vehicle parts. 
Not following the procedures for removal/installation in the Workshop Manual could result in an accident or
vehicle malfunction. 

 NOTE 

• Park the vehicle on a flat, level surface, set the selector lever to P (AT vehicles) or the shift lever to 1st or 
R (MT vehicles), apply the parking brake and block the wheels so that the vehicle does not move during 
installation.

６． Use a soft cloth dampened with IPA (isopropyl alcohol) to 

clean the surface of the vehicle where the mud flap (Front) is 
to be installed.

９． Install the re-useable fastener (1) with the kit fastener (1), 
starting from the top. 

10． Install the mud flap (front) with the kit bolt (1) while pressing 
the lower fastener of the mud flap (front) so that there is no 
gap with the body.

５．CONFIRMATION AFTER INSTALLATION

• If there are any gaps, loosen the lower bolt and then retighten the it while pressing the mud flap (front) against the
vehicle. 

• Make sure the bolt is tightened securely. 
Make sure to tighten to the specified torque. If tightened
outside the specified torque, the mud flap (front) could be
damaged or fall off.
